Jesus' friends thought Jesus had more important thingsto do. They
told the parents to take the children away and not to bother Jesus.

When Jesus saw what was going on, He told His friends to “Let the
children come to Me and do NOT stop them!”

The children ran to Jesus. Hetook them into His arms and asked
God to care for them.

When Jesustold His friends to let the children come to Him, He
was showing how much He cares for them. He was also showing how
much God loves children.

At first, Jesus friends did not love or respect the parents or chil-
dren. They were more concerned for other things. Jesus helped them see
that they should love and respect everyone because everyone is important
to God. They learned a big lesson that day about caring for all people.

Remember that God cares for al peopletoo. John 3:16 tells us that
God showed His love for the world by sending Jesus to earth. God knew
that when Jesus was on earth, angry men would kill Him, but God had a
plan. It was a plan to show even more |love to people. Jesus took our
punishment for the wrong things we do when He died on across. Three
days after Jesus died, God made Him alive again! He wasn't dead—He



was alive!

Because of what Jesus did, God can now forgive our wrongs.

If you really believe God sent Jesus to die and to live again, and if you
tell Him about the wrong things you have done and ask Him to forgive you,
then He will make you part of His forever family.

Asamember of God's forever family, you need to talk with Him each

day. If you do something wrong, you are ill part of the family, but you need
to ask Him to forgive you. And He will!

Remember, God cares for you and knows that you are very special.

Hands-on Activities
for
Jesus and the children

Play aform of Red Light, Green Light to help the kids understand the story.
Bring a green piece of paper (for the green light) and a red piece of paper (for the
red light). Explain to the kids that they will tiptoe forward when they see the
green sheet and tiptoe backwards when they see the red sheet. Share that the
children were going to Jesus (hold up a green light) when Jesus’ friends told them
to go away (red light). Jesus saw this and asked them to come (green light). Play
several times or take turnsin letting kids hold up the sheets of paper.

Make Jesus and children standup figures or paper dolls. Act out the story using
the figures.

For the kids that like to work with their hands, let them design play dough figures
and show them off to the others.

Pencil activities are also available for children who enjoy them. Remember, not
al children are alike. Some learn by listening, others by acting out a story, by
touching/feeling, or reading it in the Bible. Be thinking about how you can help
every child learn the story and see how much Jesus loves them.

Have each child write their name on an envelope. While the kids are doing
different learning activities, tell them that you are doing something special for
them. Put acard in each child’'s envelope with aword of blessing. Examples may
be: You're terrific; | like your smile; You are so friendly; You have pretty eyes; |
like your drawing; You're beautiful to Jesus; You're afun person, etc. Thekids
can open it later at home. You may want to put a Bible verse on the cards too.

Let the kids make a Jesus Banner. The heart in the middle says Jesus loves :
