L esson Goals

Share several attitudes that Jesus wants usto have
Change our atitudes to be more like Jesus

Welcome Time

Ask the kids what makes them happy. Most will probably mention “stuff” that
makes them happy. Share that today we'll learn things Jesus said would REALLY
make us happy.

Bible Story

Many people heard about Jesus and wanted to listen to all that He had
to say. They followed Him to the bottom of a hillside where they sat down to
hear Him talk and ask for help with their sicknesses.

Looking at His friends, Jesus explained ways to REALLY be happy.
Some people call these things the “ Beatitudes” which is an old word that
means “happy” or “blessed.” Another way to remember it is that the beati-
tudes are the attitudes that we should be (be-attitudes).

Here are the things Jesus said:

You are REALLY happy when you:

1. Want to learn more and more about God and do not care about money or
stuff.

2. More than anything, want to do right, instead of wrong.

3. When you are sad, don’'t take revenge. Let God take care of things.

4. Keep thinking clean, pure thoughts, even when people may laugh at you
or insult you.



Jesus told the people many important things from God. What is one thing
that you heard? (Wait for answers) He helped the people see that loving God
means doing what He wants and not protecting ourselves or getting revenge.
Look at Jesus. They arrested Him and beat Him up even though He did noth-
ing wrong. They even killed Jesus. BUT that was not the end...Jesus rose from
the grave and was alive again!

Why would Jesus do this? Jesus died and rose again so that we can go to
Heaven one day if we believe and trust Jesus in our hearts. He did this for you
and for me! Would you like to know more about how Jesus can come into your
heart? We can talk about it during activity time.

“Be’ creative in helping the kids learn some of the attitudes. Review

kids learn the attitudes they should have.

Memory Verse The verse talks about “ change.” For fun, have the kids try to write the
Activities verse backwards. See how well they did by looking at it in the mirror.
Share how when we change, we are different and others see that
change. We want to do things God' s way and live for Him.

Prayer Time Pray that each student will have the attitudes that Jesus taught. Ask

God for help to keep doing right.

Snack Time/CleanUp | Try to bring some type of “bee” snacks today. Even little jelly beans
can be decorated to look like bees. (There is even a brand of cereal

that has honey bee shapesin it.)

Sit down together in acircle to share the story today.

Many people loved to sit and listen to Jesus talk about God and how much He loved
them. They would sit together like we are sitting together and listen to the wonderful things
Jesus would say.

Hands-on Activities
For
Jesus talks about attitudes

Try this object lesson. Bring paper, pencils and wipes. Ask the kids to write the word

“ Attitude” on the paper and color it in with pencil very darkly. Now ask the kids to rub their
finger over the letters. The dark lead will come off on their fingers. Share how bad attitudes
rub off on others. Explain that Jesus wants us to have pure, clean attitudes that are good and
helpful to others. Challenge the group to practice good attitudes this week.

Bring balloons in four different colors. It may be best to blow them up beforehand and bring
them in aclosed trash bag. Tell the kids that the four balloon colors will mean four things
from the story: one color will be for people who love God, another color is for people who do
right, the third color is for people who trust God during hard times, and the fourth color is for
those who have pure thoughts . Assign the kids to pick up certain color balloons. Place the
balloons on the floor and let the kids pick up the certain color balloon. Talk about the four
things. Share how Jesus wants us to have these attitudes. Challenge the kids to have these
attitudes this week.

Make Balloon Bees. Bring the long balloons used for making animals. Tie to make a bee.
Write on the balloon with a permanent marker an attitude to work on this week. Another idea
isto get little round balloons and draw stripes and features on the balloon to symbolize a bee.
(Note: you may want to pump up the balloons before class and put in a big trash bag.) (The
library has books on making balloon shapes such as a bee.)

Let the kids draw smiley faces on paper plates. Talk about how to have good attitudes and
help others instead of hurting them. Share how God will help with all our needs. Write one of
the be-attitudes on the plate.
