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Isaiah continued speaking the message of hope that God gave him. God
is the Creator who made all things. God lives forever. We can depend on
Him. King David wrote in Psalm 25 that those who put their trust in God
will never be put to shame. (Psalm 25:3) God does not get tired like we
do. (Psalm 121; Isaiah 40:28) We can call on Him day or night. We can
cry out to Him all the time. He will hear us. (Psalm 92:1)

Isaiah told the people that God would give them strength when they
were tired. (Isaiah 40:29) King David said, "He satisfies me with the
good things | long for. Then | feel young and strong again, just like an
eagle. (Psalm 103:5)

Isaiah said that God gives strength to the weak. (Isaiah 40:29) He went
on to say that young people get tired and worn out. Sometimes they trip
and fall. Young people are supposed to have strength. But their bodies
get tired, too. (Isaiah 40:30) If you have ever run in a race or watched a
race, you know this is true. King David said, “When | called out to you,
you answered me. You made me strong and brave.” (Psalm 138:3)

We can call out to God. His line is never busy. You will never have to ask
for technical support. You can go directly to Him. God wants us to go to
Him. He says, “Call out to me. | will answer you.” (Jeremiah 33:3)

Isaiah declared that “those who trust in the Lord will receive new
strength.” (Isaiah 40:31) Have you ever run in a race? If you have ever
been a runner you know that when you run a race you get a second
wind. It is as if you have new strength. Isaiah affirmed that the same
happens to those who trust God. Those who put their faith in God will
have new vigor or strength. Those whose faith is in God will feel His

power give them more strength. (Isaiah 40:31)

That is not to say that we will not get tired. But when we do get tired, “We don't give up... our spirits are
being renewed day by day.” (Il Corinthians 4:16 NIrV)

Isaiah stated that those who wait on God, “will fly as high as eagles.” (Isaiah 40:31 NIrV)

King David said, “There is something | am still sure of. | will see the Lord's goodness while I'm still alive.
Wait for the Lord. Be strong and don't lose hope. Wait for the Lord.” (Psalm 27:13 NIrV) Jesus encouraged
His disciples to “always pray and not give up.” (Luke 18:1 NIrV) We can trust that God will renew our
strength, too.

4. Pray for friends and family members who need God'’s strength.

Application

Isaiah’s message was a message of hope. He told Israel that God gives strength to the weak. Those who
wait on God will receive new strength. The Bible teaches us that we can pray to God anytime and that
God wants us to go to Him for help.
