Hands-On Activities
For
Abraham and the King

Talk about being honest and truthful. Share experiences from your life and how you told the
truth in a hard situation or how you did not tell the truth and the consequences that happened.
Kidswill like to hear how you dealt with things and learned a lesson from them.

Use macaroni to spell out the phrase “ Tell the Truth.” Let the kids take it home and put it on
their mirror to remind them to tell the truth.

Act out the story. Put baby powder on the king' s family as the sickness. Use blankets or
sheets as the king' s royal cape.

Make “royal” crowns or necklaces out of buttons, glitter or other sparkle beads.

Draw a picture of how you think Sarah looked. Remember that she was very, very beautiful.
Use yarn for her hair.

Play the game “To Tell the Truth.” Have three people pretend to be Abraham. Tell one that
he will be the “real” Abraham and tell the other two that they will try to trick the people who
guestion them. See if the kids can figure out who is the “real” Abraham.
