For preschoolers, let them wrap a blanket around a baby and pretend it is baby |saac.

Bring a baby book with namesinit. Most of them tell you what different names mean. Let
the kids see what their names mean. If their name is not in the book, make up a description
of what they think their name means.

Remember that God said Abraham’ s grandchildren would be more than the stars and the
sand? Bring sand to glue on construction paper. Make a picture with glue or write out the
