Please note:This portion of the lesson is given to help in teaching the
lesson. Please read through the story and read it in the Bible. Do NOT
read from this piece of paper. Instead, make a note sheet and place it next
to the story in the Bible.

Last week we learned that God told Moses to go back and help His people get out of davery. Let's
look in our Bibles and see what is happening this week. It takes 10 different plagues for the king to finally
let God' s people go.

Moses and Aaron (Moses' brother) went to the king pharaoh to ask him to let God' s people go. The
king was very stubborn. Moses had a stick that became a snake when hethrew it down. Theking’'s magi-
cians did the same thing with their tricks.

However, hereturned to hisold ways. He did not start doing right. Instead, he kept doing wrong.

We are sometimes like theking. We are stubborn and want to do things our way instead of God' s way.
God desires for usto worship Him and follow Him. That means we may do thingsthat are new to us. Moses
was scared to speak to the king. However, God hel ped him and gave him confidence to speak.

God cared for His people and helped them get out of davery. It was not as quick as the people thought it
should be. God could have doneit differently, but He chose to do thingsin His way for important reasons.

Hands-On Activities
For
Moses and the plagues

Cut an empty egg carton so that there are 10 cups (instead of 12). Now, find lit-
tle items to represent the 10 plagues and place in each of the 10 cups. For exam-
ple, ared piece of paper for blood, plastic frog, fly, cow, Styrofoam ball for hail,
etc. The kids may want to draw pictures to help them remember the plagues.

Put adrop of red food coloring on the end of atoothpick. Dip it in water and
watch the water turn red. Talk about how the magicians did the same thing.
Share how God did a miracle and how it was different. (Even the water in pots
turned red etc.)

Make a booklet of the plagues or play a game about the plagues (see the attached
sheet.)

Oneideafrom Group Publishing isto bring ayo-yo. Share how God will help
us during the up’s and down'’s of our lives.

Bring silly string and pretend that the string is different plagues. Thiswill be
lots of fun!

Make bug snacks using crackers, peanut butter, pretzels for legs, and raisinsfor
eyes.

Asyou are telling the story, open an umbrellato hide under to show the kids that
God protected His people. They did not receive the plagues like the Egyptians
did.
