Preschool Lesson

Bring Blue construction paper for each child. They will help become the “Red Sea.”

(Pass out blue construction paper.)

(Have the kids shake the paper then split into two rows with a walkway in between them.)

Suddenly the waters closed.

Teachers: The Red Sea did not have red water. However, small children may not be able to understand that
it was called the Red Sea and there was not red water in it.




Hands-On Activities
For
Through the Red Sea

Bring Red juice to remind the kids of the “Red Sea.”

Use blue paper or ablue tarp asthe “sea.” Separate the kids into 3 groups. Two will be the
water and one will be the people. At the signal, let the two groups of water “ separate” and
the third group will walk through on dry land.

Here are a few ideas from Group Publishing:

Play follow the leader. Have some kids make a“bridge” of water that the kids can walk
through.

Blow bubbles as you tell the story to signify the sea.

Set up sprinklers outside and turn on the water. Let the kids run through the sprinklers for
the “Red Sea Rally.” See how many don’'t get wet.

A fun snack ideaisto split a banana into two pieces lengthwise. Put blue Jell-O on each side
to illustrate the water. Inthe middle add crushed graham crackers for the dry land. Enjoy!

Bring Blue helium balloons that can be separated as you tell the story of the water separat-
ing.
